SYNOPSIS
Marina and Federica have been together for five years now, they live in a gorgeous apartment in Rome, they share the same bed, they use the same face cream, they make love, they fight, but they still don’t know if they’re a couple.

Marina has it all: she's beautiful, sexy and funny. Once a popular and  loved actress, today she successfully runs a healthy food restaurant. She's an independent, self-confident and curious woman, who knows what she wants and has no doubts about her sexuality. She likes women and she loves Federica.
Federica is a busy respected architect with a marriage behind her and a grown up son in his twenties, she has a difficult time to keep up (but who doesn’t?). Marina is the first and only woman of her life. Federica is overly discreet and very different from Marina.
Marina and Federica’s love story suddenly reaches a crossroads. While Marina is happy to believe she is part of a couple, Federica, after meeting a man she once had a crush for, experiences a crisis of identity and starts asking herself what she really wants from life and love. 

At times comedic and sometimes tragic, the answer will not be an obvious one to solve.

DIRECTOR’S NOTES
ME, MYSELF AND HER is born from the desire I felt of telling the stories of those women I meet every day in my life and who have no chances of being protagonist of a story. My aim was to talk about women who can finally take a decision without any constraint, it started with A FIVE STAR LIFE (Viaggio sola) and in ME, MYSELF AND HER it’s just approached from another perspective.
I like to talk about independent women, women able to choose their path in the world without worrying about other people’s judgment. ME, MYSELF AND HER is about truly being themselves, without any fear.
The plot is about two women with a very different past, who meet in their late forties, fall in love and decide to live together. Two women whose homosexual relationship in this time of their life, is characterized by the usual dynamics that any other same age couple in the world lives: daily commitments, happiness, dissatisfaction, jealousy. The film is about the ordinary life of these two women, because they are an ordinary couple, just two people who love each other.
I think about this film also as a little and shy homage to a movie that meant a lot in the habits of my country, and which I feel very close because my father Ugo Tognazzi plays in it. The film is LA CAGE AUX FOLLES (Il vizietto) and it is considered a turning point in the approach to homosexuality in Italy, in particular for young people in the late seventies, an approach much careless and fun.
ME, MYSELF AND HER can be considered a particular story, but it is about universal feelings and  can definitely been identified as a comedy even a romantic comedy, light, sweet and captivating. I think it is a film that displays all the nuances of a sentimental relationship, showing how difficult is for everybody the pursuit of happiness.

MARIA SOLE TOGNAZZI

Maria Sole Tognazzi starts her career as director assistant and at the same time, for almost ten years, she directs the backstage of music videos for some of the most famous Italian singers and songwriters.
Her short “C’ero anch’io” wins the Golden Globe of foreign press in Italy and her first feature “Summer and Fall” (Passato Prossimo) is nominated to the David di Donatello awards and wins the Silver Ribbon (Italian film critics award) for best debut film. Her following movie, “The Man Who Loves” (L’uomo che ama), starring Pierfrancesco Favino, Monica Bellucci and Ksenia Rappoport, is the opening film of 2008 International Rome Film Festival.
With “Ritratto di mio padre”, a feature documentary on Maria Sole’s father, famous actor Ugo Tognazzi, Maria Sole Tognazzi opens again the International Rome Film Festival in 2010, and is nominated to the David di Donatello awards in the documentary section winning again the Silver Ribbon as best feature documentary. “A Five Star Life” (Viaggio Sola), written in collaboration with Ivan Cotroneo and Francesca Marciano and starring Margherita Buy and Stefano Accorsi, is her following success: nominated to five David di Donatello awards and six Silver Ribbons, the film wins a prize for best leading actress (Margherita Buy) and best comedy. “A Five Star Life” has been distributed in more than twenty countries worldwide.
